TERMS, CONDITIONS and CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
ARTICLE 1. TERM OF AGREEMENT 
Section 1.01 
This agreement becomes effective upon execution of the ISACA agreement by the Independent Sales Associate, hereafter called the ISA, and will continue in effect 
until terminated as provided herein. 
 

ARTICLE 2. DUTIES 
Section 2.01 Specific Services 
CMI is hiring the ISA as an independent contract employee, acting in a Sales and Training capacity; to actively perform all requested services on behalf of CMI on a 
basis, selling the company product and working with and training of new ISAs. 
 

ARTICLE 3. OBLIGATIONS OF ISA 
Section 3.01 ISA’s Service Time 
ISA agrees to devote as much of his/her time and efforts to the performance of services described herein as shall be required to complete the Requirements of CMI. 
Section 3.02 Assignment 
Neither this agreement or any duties or obligations under this agreement may not be assigned by ISA without the prior written consent of CMI. 
Section 3.03 Compliance with Rules and Regulations 
Seller agrees to comply with all rules and regulations regarding the sale of CMI’s products. 
 

ARTICLE 4. RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PARTIES 
The parties recognize that CMI shall manage its business affairs exclusively.  The relationship between CMI and the ISA shall be that of an independent contractor. 
 

ARTICLE 5. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT 
Section 5.01 Termination Upon Notice 
Notwithstanding any other provision of this agreement, either party hereto may terminate this agreement upon (15) days prior written notice. 
Section 5.02 Termination by CMI for Default of ISA 
Should ISA default in the performance of this agreement or materially breach any of its provisions, CMI, at CMI’s option, may terminate this agreement by giving 
written notification to the ISA.  For the purpose of this section, material breach shall include but not be limited to the following:  failure to comply with any terms, 
conditions and the code of conduct of CMI. 
Section 5.03 Termination by Competitive Company Promotion 
The ISA is not restricted from selling competitive company’s products or services.  However, problems caused from promoting competitive programs will be dealt with 
on an individual basis and may be grounds for immediate termination. 
 

ARTICLE 6. GENERAL PROVISIONS 
Section 6.01 Notice 
Any notices to be given here under by either party to the other may be effected by personal delivery in writing or by mail, registered or certified, postage prepaid with 
return mail requested.   Notices delivered personally will be deemed communicated as of actual receipt; mailed notices will be deemed communicated as of one day 
after mailing. 
Section 6.02 Entire Agreement of the Parties

INTRODUCTION 

Purpose and Intent of the Business Plan 

Purpose 
The Business Plan is designed to allow a steady stream of Silver Eagles to flow to each participant through 
purchases. It also provides a means, for a person to increase their earnings, in a systematic manner, through 
continued sales efforts to an existing customer base. This purpose is accomplished by the willing, and able 
participation, of all persons who utilize any of the Business Plan. 

Intent 
The Business has as its basic intent: 
1. To make easier sales. 
2. To earn larger sales commissions over a shorter period of time. 
3. To earn more commissions, yet work with fewer persons. 
4. To bring together a group of people (a syndicate) who share these common goals. 
5. To maximize individual effort through teamwork and cooperation. 

Business Plan "Sales Strategies" 

The Business Plan has "Sales Strategies" employed by certain Customer/Sales Associates (CSA) 
Syndications to market the products sold by CMI. 

These Business Plan "Sales Strategies" are intended for those who have received a complete presentation 
of CMI and its products. It is essential that each CSA understands the purpose and intent of each "Sales 
Strategy" which they choose to utilize. For this reason, each participant in employing any "Sales Strategy" is 
required: 

1. To have a complete presentation packet in which all details of the strategy are included. 

2. To read and sign all enclosed "Disclaimers, Disclosures and Agreements." 

3. To abide by all rules and requirements of all Business Plan "Sales Strategies." 

How do these "Sales Strategies" Work?

Advantages 

1. The participant has the opportunity to become an Independent Contractor with CMI and own your

3. The participant may make a minimum amount of sales, yet continue to participant in sales 
activities without introducing New People into the program. 

The repurchases of your minimum sales continue to earn you commissions as long 
as they continue to buy. 

4. Requiring a minimum sales account from each participant, and by all agreeing among 
themselves to re-buy, your commission income will continue to grow.

Assumptions for Projections 
Customer/Sales Associate ( CSA ) 

The following earnings projections are based on: 

1. Each CSA makes the minimum number of purchases per sales strategy. 

2. Each CSA makes a minimum of six ( 6 ) Quality sales to individuals who duplicate their efforts. 

3. Each sale pays out ( 3 ) different Commission Checks. 

4. Any combination of twelve ( 12 ) sales credits, after the first three sales, pays a Profit 
Sharing Bonus. Bonus income is achieved only through Commissions 1 and 2. You receive 
one (1 ) sales credit for each sale you make and one ( 1 ) sales credit for each sale your 
personal CSA’s makes.

These projected commissions are based on sales by sales associates.
